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AGREEMENT BETWEEN

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THE CZECH REPUBLIC AND AUSTRALIA (hereinafter referred to as the
Contracting Parties),

ACKNOWLEDGING the importance of promoting the flow of capital for economic v+ T
activity and development and aware of its role in expanding cconomic relations and '
technical co-operation between them, particularly with respect to investment by investors r
of one Contracting Party in the territory of the other Contracting Party; and

RECOGNISING that pursuit of these objectives would be facilitated by a clear statement

of principles relating to the protection of investments, combined with rules desigred to
render more effective the application of these principles within the territories of the
Contracting Parties,

HAVE_ AGREED as follows:

ARTICLE 1

resources and to manufacture, use and sell products;

Fu Application of Agreement
5 (1) This Agreement shall'apply to investments made after 1 January 1950. .

(2) Where a company of a Contracting Party is owned or controlled by a citizen or a
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_ an investment protection agreement with that country have alrcady been invoked in

company of any third country, the Contracting Parties may decide jointly in consultation
not to extend the rights and benefits of this Agreement to such company.

(3)  A,company duly organised under the law of a Contracting Party shall not be =
treated as an investor of the other Contracting Party, but any investments in that
company by investors of that other Contracting Party shall be protected by this
Agreement.

(4)  This Agreement shall not apply to a company organised under the law of a third
country within the meaning of paragraph (1)(d)(ii) of Article 1 where the provisions of

(5) Inso far as the situation exists in cither Contracting Party, this Agreement shall not
apply to-a person who is a national but not a citizen of a Contracting Party where:

Contracting Party and the country of which the person is a citizen have

ARTICLE 3
Promotion and protection of investments
(1) Each Contracting Party shall encourage and promote investments in its territory by
investors of the other Contracting Party and shall, in accordance with its law and
investment policics, admit investments

(2) A Contracting Party shall ensure fair and equitable treatment in its own territory fo
investmcms.

(3) A Contracting Party shall, subject to its laws, accord within its territory protection
and secufity to investments and shall not impair the management, maintenance, use,

enjoyment or disposal of investments. .

(4)  This Agreement shall not prevent an investor of one Contracting Party from taking ™~
advantage of the provisions of any law or policy of the other Contracting Party which are
more favourable than the provisions of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 4
" Most favoured nation provisions
A Contracting Party shall at all times treat investments.in its own territory, including
compensation under Article 7 and transfers under Article 8, on a basis no less favourable
than that accorded to investments of investors of any third country, provided that a
Contracting Party shall not be obliged to extend to investments any treatment, preference

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or privilege resulting from:

(a) any customs union, economic union, free trade area or regional econo
Integration agreement to which the Contracting Party belongs; or

(b)  the provisions of a double taxation agreement with a third country;.

. ARTICLE 5
‘ Entry and sojourn of personnel
(1) AsContracting Party shall, subject to its laws relating to the entry and sojourn of - .
non-citizens, permit natural persons who are nationals of the other Contracting Party and ¢
personnel employed by companies of that other Contracting Party to enter and remain in '
its territory for the purpose of engaging in activities connected with investments

(2) A Contracting Party shall, subject to its laws, permit investors of the other
Contracting Party who have made investments in the territory of the first Contracting
Party to employ within its territory key technical and managerial personnel of their
choice regardless of citizenship.

ARTICLE 6 .
Expropriation and nationalisation !

(1) Neither Contracting Party shall nationalise, expropriate or subject to measures

having effect equivalent to nationalisation or expropriation (hereinafter referred to as ‘
“expropriation”) the investments of investors of the other Contracting Party unless the
following conditions are complied with; o

- Contracting Party and under due process of law;

(b) the expropriation is non-discriminatory; and

(2) The compensation referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be computed on
the basis of the market value of the investment immeaiately before the expropniation or
impending expropriation became public knowledge. Where that value cannot be readily
ascertained, the compensation shall be determined in accordance with generally :
recognised principles of valuation and equitable principles taking into account the capital
invested, depreciation, capital already repatriated, replacement value, currency exchange
rate movements and other relevant factors. :

(3)  The compensation shall be paid without undue delay, shall include interest at a

commercially reasonable rate from the date the measures were taken to the date of

payment and shall be freely transferable between the territories of the Contracting
LI




Parties. The compensation shall be payable either in the currency in which the

investment or investments were originally made or, if requested by the investor, in any
other freely convertible currency.,

ARTICLE 7 o
Compensation for losses wr X

(1) Whena Contracting Party adopts any measurcs relating to losses in respect of

investments in its territory by citizens or companies of any other country owing to armed

conflict, a state of national emergency, civil disturbance or other similar cvents, the

treatment accorded to investors of the other Contracting Party as regards restitution,

indemnification, compensation or other settlement shall be no less favourable than that

which'the first Contracting Party accords to citizens or companies of any third country. .

(2) Resulting payments shall be frecly transferable between the territories of the
Contracting Parties and shall be payable in a freely convertible currency.
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ARTICLE 8
Transfers

(1) A Contracting Party shall, when requested by an investor of the other Contracting
Party, permit all funds of that investor related to an investment in its territory and _
earnings and other assets of personnel engaged from abroad in connection with that.. .

(2)  Unless the investor otherwise agrees, the transfers abroad of such funds and the
earnings of foreign personnel shall be permitted in freely convertible currency and shall
be made at the exchange rate applying on the date of transfer in accordance with the law
of the Contracting Party which has admitted the investment.

(3) A Contracting Party may protect the rights of creditors, or ensure the satisfaction




of judgments in court proceedings, through the equitable non-discriminatory and ggod
faith application of its law. e

(2) TFadispute is not resolved by such means within nincty days of one Con'trécting
Party seeking in writing consultations or negotiatidns, it shall be submitted at the request
of either Contracting Party to an Arbitral Tribunal established in accordance with the
provisions of Annex A of this Agreement or, by agreement, to any other international .

(b)  the other Contracting Party has failed to abide by or comply with any
judgment, award, order or other determination made by ihe body in question

(6) In any proceeding involving a dispute relating to an investment, a Contracting
Party shall not assert, as a defence, counter-claim, right of set-off or otherwise, that the .
investor concerned has received or will receive, pursuant to an insurance or guarantce
contract, indemnification or other compensation for all or part of any alleged loss.
Nevertheless, an investor of a Contracting Party involved in such a dispute shall not be
entitled to compensation for more than the value, as determined in accordance with
paragraph 2 of Article 6, of the investment which is the subject of the dispute, taking into
account all sources of compensation within the territory of the Contracting Party liable to
pay compensation.

ARTICLE 13
Subrogation

If a Contracting Party or an agency of a Contracting Party makes a payment to an
investor of that Contracting Party under a guarantee, a contract of insurance or other
form of indemnity it has granted in respect of an investment, the other Contracting Party
shall recognise the transfer of any right or title in respect of such investment. The

subrogated right or claim shall not be greater than the original right or claim of the
investor.

ARTICLE 14
Entry into force, duration and termination

(1)  This Agreement shail enter into force thirty days after the date on which the
Contracting Parties shall have notified each other that their constitutional requirements, -

a period of fifteen years and thereafter shall remain in force indefinitely, unless
terminated in accordance with paragraph (2) of this Article.

(2)  Either Contracting Party may terminate this Agreement at any time afier it has

been in force for fifteen years by giving one year's written notice to the other Contracting.
Party.

(3) Notwithstanding termination of this Agreement pursuant to paragraph (2) of this
Article the Agreement shall continue to be effective for a further period of fifteen years
from the date of its termination in respect of investments made or acquired before the
date of termination of this Agreement. :

(5)  The Arbitral Tribunal shall decide all questions relating to its competence and shall, -
subject to any agreement between the Contracting Partics, determine its own procedure.
